Moving out of home is often more difficult for people with
developmental disability* than for their peers. Many young men
and women with developmental disability remain in their parent’s
home when they are of an age when it would be preferable for
them to have a home of their own and a lifestyle that suits their
personality and needs.

Family Advocacy believes that adults with disability should be
able to live in their own homes in the community and that they
and their families should be able to choose where they live and
with whom they live. They should also be able to make the major
decisions about the support they receive.

The workshop will be an opportunity to focus thinking and to
gather information and ideas. Topics will include the planning
process, housing options and exploring possible forms of support.
NSW and Australian examples will be used.
